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From the President’s Chair

No doubt the stockmen of the 
day complained about my poor 
stewarding and lack of timeliness, 
but I do remember these dark 
red, very correct straight backed 
cattle, and a friendly bunch.

Roll on 25 years and Emily and 
I decided we would like to start 
a pedigree herd of cattle to run 
alongside our commercial cross 
bred Sucklers and after several 
visits to shows and viewing 
many different native breeds, 
our eyes kept landing on the 
excellent Lincoln Red Cattle, 
and perhaps most importantly 
the friendly, informative and 
welcoming people who kept 
them, and in March 2010 at the 
Societies Spring Show and Sale 
we purchased a bull, Hemingby 
Denis and two heifers, Beverley 
Miss and Beverley Sunny.

So why native, why Lincoln Red?
Frankly at the time Suckler 
production was economically 
challenging, we had conservation 
water meadows that needed 
grazing to access stewardship 
payments, we had other work 
to complete and wanted to 

reduce the time commitment to 
a livestock enterprise generally 
and the marketing option we 
were pursuing (direct sales too 
the local butchers shop) wanted 
a traditional body of beef with 
good even fat cover. And if we 
were going to have some fun 
showing an odd animal, then 
doing that with a friendly and 
helpful bunch of people was 
a help, and the Lincoln Red 
people filled that criteria.

The Lincoln Red cattle we saw 
compared to many other native 
breeds were the most improved 
native breed in our opinion, but 
still had good even fat covering. 
The medium cow size was ideal 
for grazing wetter meadows to 
reduce poaching and the carcase 
size was ideal for the customer 
we had. Docility and easy calving 
were key as we have several 
footpaths and with full time jobs 
away from the cattle did not 
need lengthy calving issues and 
needed calves that just stood 
up and suckled, we had had our 
share of big continental calves 
that needed help suckling and 
getting kicked for the privilege, 

so the spritely little Lincoln Red 
calves have been a joy as they 
seem to be suckling soon after 
birth and seldom in fifteen years 
have had any problem calves.

And of course as a breed 
with smaller numbers, ticked 
the box for, accessing native 
breed grazing supplements. 
We hope that incentive returns 
with the SFI reintroduction 
when it happens in 2026.

The Lincoln Red bull on the 
cross bred cows produces some 
excellent progeny, the hybrid 
vigour was a real benefit and still 
we see excellent growth rates 
from these animals, but the pure 
Lincoln Red Cattle have won us 
over and now 70% of the herd 
are Pedigree Lincoln Reds.

We have a comparatively easy 
life with our quiet docile cattle 
that are easy to work and a joy 
to be with. The majority of the 
progeny we finish are growing 
exceedingly well off our water 
meadows and lower grade forage 
and we manage to finish cattle 
from 15 months through to 22 
months typically and are sending 
O+ and R grade carcases with 
even fat covering at weights from 
280 kg to 350 kg dead weight 
and have a very happy customer. 
He is happy as Lincoln Red beef is 
not available in the major retailers, 
its their point of difference which 
along with the excellent quality of 
the meat after maturing is an easy 
sell at premium prices. Added 
to that is the story of a native 
breed, grazing conservation 
meadows, creating habitats, low 
food miles from a family farm.

You can taste the difference, 
it’s Lincoln Red.

Just another Lincoln Red Story. It was in the early 1980’s when as a 
fresh faced young farmer, who still had some hair at that time, that 
I came across Lincoln Red cattle as an Assistant Livestock Steward 
at The Royal Norfolk Show, where the breed was one of the classes 
of stock I had to Steward.

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The Final Chapter: Dispersal Sale of the Donington 
Herd draws buyers from across Britain to Louth 

We approached the sale with a 
sense of pride and responsibility. 
The Parkinson Brothers, whose 
Father and Brother Geof had 
established the Donington Herd 
in 1963, were entrusting us to 
sell livestock which had shaped 
Lincoln Red breeding for over 
six decades. Not just another 
sale; it was the conclusion of a 
remarkable chapter in the Breed’s 
History following on from our 
sales of the famous Hemingby 
Herd for Mr Michael Read in 
October 2024 and renowned 
Walmer Herd (for Mr Hedley 
Needler) in June 2024.

A Legacy Built on Excellence

We knew this sale demanded 
something special. The Herd’s 
reputation had been forged 
through consistent performance 

with successful out-wintering and 
spring-calving to produce cattle 
that had established numerous 
prestigious Herds across the 
Country. Their bloodlines were 
sought after in pedigree and 
commercial circles following 
the first major success at the 
Royal Smithfield Show in 1970 
when Donington Nick claimed 
Reserve Breed Champion. The 
1970s proved to be a golden 
era, culminating in Donington 
Zechariah’s remarkable 
achievement at the Palermo 
International Show & Sale in 
Argentina in 1978, topping the 
sale for 10,600gns at the time. 

Building the Anticipation

We began our promotion well 
in advance, working with Jayne 
at the Lincoln Red Society and 

Graham and Lynne Parkinson 
to collate the records for all 119 
animals: in-calf cows with calves 
at foot, in-calf heifers, maiden 
heifers, and two stock bulls that 
exemplified the Herd’s breeding 
programme.

Among the bulls was Holegate 
Bandit, Senior and Supreme 
Champion Bull at the LRCS 
Annual Pedigree Spring Show 
& Sale in March 2024, acquired 
by the Parkinsons previously. 
Alongside him stood Donington 
Buccaneer, a homebred bull, both 
generated considerable interest.

We used print and digital media 
to market the sale across every 
channel, creating a video of 
the Herd in their idyllic Wolds 
setting with Graham narrating 
its history. Print catalogues were 

When Graham and Bryan Parkinson made the decision to sell their renowned Donington

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prepared for mailing and the sale. 
Our Auctioneer, Ed Middleton, 
fielded numerous enquiries in 
the weeks leading up to the sale, 
each conversation confirming 
the interest building across the 
community. By also selling online 
via MartEye, we ensured distance 
wasn’t a barrier to serious buyers 
further afield.

The Eve of the Sale

The night before the sale, the 
final bedding down was shared 
on social media to a sense of 
occasion reaching almost 45,000 
people. Many added goodwill 
messages to acknowledge the 
end of an era for the Parkinsons 
that had defined much of their 
lives and contributed significantly 
to the Breed.

Sale Day at Louth 
Friday 17th October 2025 
dawned with an energy that 
even experienced market hands 

recognised as special. From 
early morning, London Road 
buzzed with excitement as buyers 
travelled from Scotland, Wales, 
and as far south as Cornwall. The 
viewing pens were busy from 8am, 
with groups of Farmers discussing 
genetics, examining cattle, and 
making notes in their catalogues.

The quality on offer was apparent. 
These were cattle that had been 
carefully bred and managed for 
over six decades. The in-calf cows 
with calves at foot showcased the 
maternal qualities the Herd was 
renowned for, with calm across 
the cattle shed, even from stock 
bulls who commanded attention.

The Hammer Falls

The sale began at noon. The 
atmosphere in the ring was 
charged, as lot by lot, the 
Donington Lincoln Reds found 
new homes, and the bidding 
reflected the esteem in which this 
Herd was held.

The stock bulls set an excellent 
tone, selling to a top of £7,000 
gns for Donington Buccaneer, 
who headed north to Balcaskie 
Estates in Fife. The bulls averaged 
£6,500 gns, a testament to their 
genetic value and potential.

The in-calf cows with calves 
at foot also generated spirited 
bidding. Lot 67 and 68, Donington 
Molly A78 with her bull calf at 
foot, claimed top honours at 
£7,300 guineas, selling to N 
Hodgson for the Brackenhurst 
Herd. Close behind came lot 56 
& 57, Donington Molly A51 with 
her bull calf at foot, at £6,300 
guineas, whilst Donington Jessie 
B34 with her heifer calf reached 
£5,200 gns. Cows averaged 
£2,536.50 gns, with bull calves 
averaging £1,262.50 gns and 
heifer calves £1,486 gns.

The in-calf heifers stole the show 
with a fantastic run forward selling 
to a top of £5,500gns for lot 
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100, Donington Molly C3. These 
represented tremendous value 
for buyers seeking to establish 
or strengthen their own Herds 
with proven Donington bloodlines 
going up to East Yorkshire and 
as far as Fife. The maiden heifers 
completed the offering with 
Donington Diana D29, topping at 
£4,300 gns heading to D Wright 
from Derbyshire. 

Going Out on a High

As the final lot sold and Ed’s 
hammer fell for the last time, 
there was a moment of quiet 
reflection and an opportunity for 
some Family photos to mark the 
occasion. The Donington Herd 
had gone out on a high, with 
strong prices throughout and 
cattle heading across Britain to 
continue the legacy.

The day coincided with Graham’s 
birthday. With a cake baked by 
our Fieldsperson Eleanor Hopper, 

the assembled company took 
a moment to wish him well and 
thank both Graham and Bryan for 
their contribution to the Breed.

Louth Market Perspective

For us, conducting the Donington 
dispersal was an honour. Just as 
it was to disperse the Hemingby 
and Walmer Herds. These sales 
take careful planning, sensitive 
marketing, and professional 
execution and we appreciate 
Clients choosing to support 
their local market. As the only 
livestock market in Lincolnshire 
with cattle sales fortnightly plus 
Spring and Autumn Special 
Shows & Sales, we understand 
that each Herd has its own story 
and deserves to be presented in 
the best possible light. 

For the Parkinson Family, it was 
the opportunity to close a chapter 
with pride and satisfaction. Their 
contribution to the Lincoln Red 

Breed has been immense, and 
the trade at Louth demonstrated 
the respect and recognition that 
their work has earned within the 
Farming Community Nationwide.

We would like to add our 
thanks to their own words “The 
Parkinson family would like 
to thank the team at Masons, 
including Ed, Sarah and Abi for 
all their hard work.

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A Farm Visit with Everything 
but Yul Brynner 

We arrived at the Sat-Nav 
destination right at the end of 
a farm drive with some fishing 
lakes to the left of the entrance 
and looking down to see a red 
brick barn and small cattle shed. 
Richard’s Wife Emma had the 
kettle on and we had a welcome 
cuppa and chat as people arrived. 
Richard’s Sister Catherine and 
her Husband Simon were helping 
welcome everyone as we had 
a look at Richard and Emma’s 
Hereford Cow and Calf; he has 
recently acquired. Richard and 
Emma show their Herefords. 

When everyone had arrived, 
we climbed onto a tractor and 
trailer driven by Peter and set off 
to view some cattle. What was 

immediately very obvious when 
entering the first field was that 
these guys had had some rain! 
It was a lush sword of Ryegrass 
and Clover several inches tall. 
For those of us whose cows look 
like they are grazing a day five 
Test Match wicket it was a very 
envious feeling. The cattle in 
this field were cows and calves 
running with a young Hereford 
bull. The cows were mixed 
breeds maybe half Lincoln Red 
some Pedigree some Purebred,? 
what stood out for me was 
there were plenty of calves. 

Ruttle Plant Holdings are the 
Farm Owners, and the Ruttle 
Family are involved in a diverse 
collection of businesses from 

Farming to a Farm Shop and 
Shopping Village through to 
Plant and Building Projects. 

Richard has been Herdsman 
on the Farm for approaching 3 
years.  When he took over the 
Registrations were in a bit of a 
mess, there were a few empty 
cows and generally the cattle 
needed an improved management 
regime. This is not Richard 
blowing his own trumpet, he is not 
at all like that. He is, however, very 
driven and his efforts are very 
obviously showing in the cattle. 

We crossed into the next field of 
cattle which were largely yearling 
fattners, and as Richard told us, 
we were looking at them warts 
and all. One he pointed out had 

Lewis and I crossed the Pennines on Sunday 6th July, which for modern 
Yorkshiremen holds no fear. The Wars of the Roses were nearly 600 
years ago after all and who could keep that rivalry going for that long 
eh! Well at least Lancastrian’s aren’t southerners. 

Sunday 6th July 2025 – Ruttle Family’s Killean Herd
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suffered from being a twin and 
not the dominant one, but if you 
had taken a small handful out 
of this big group you were left 
with a cracking packet of cattle. 
Grass is improved by drilling 
some new seeds and Clover 
into the sword directly which is 
an ongoing project. The next-
door field was in a stewardship 
whole crop the success of this 
has Richard unsure so far. 

The Farms 2 Lincoln Red Stock 
Bulls are Donnington Admiral 
and Highbarn Archimedes both 
of which are four years old and 
full of powerful beef. They have 
also selected 4 youngsters to 
hopefully add to the Stud (which 
have been birth notified). It was 
good to see a classy Lincoln 
Red Bull with the next group 
of cows again the cows were a 
mixture of pure and cross bred 
cows and calves and make no 
mistake some of these calves are 
benefiting from the hybrid vigour 
in both their growth and shape. 

The Killean Herd was formed 
in 2006 with the purchase of 
11 females and a bull from the 
Beverly Herd. They have 340 
acres of grassland near Chorley 
in Lancashire with approximately 
350 cattle. Recent purchases of 
females are from the: Adbury 
Park Herd; the Heathland Herd 
and this year some from Tom 
Green’s Chestnut Tree Herd; 
with a few Walmer Females 
and I would be in trouble if I 
didn’t mention Sue and Jamie’s 
Axeholme Demeter! Richard has 
got a good amount of Killean 
Heifers selected. This is definitely 
a Herd that’s going places and 
improving at a rapid rate.

Next we return to the farm to 
view the Water Buffalo. These 
were housed in a large cattle shed. 
They are surprisingly calm-looking 
for a not very domesticated 
animal. I asked Richard if they 
went out to graze and he 
recounted a day, not long after 
he started, getting a call from 
the man with the fishing lakes to 
say his ponds were full of Water 
Buffalo. In Richard’s understated 
way he said “the fella wasn’t best 
pleased”, quite a task to persuade 
them back home I would imagine.

Richard’s young colleague Will 
has a lot of Stockman empathy 
going on with the Buffalo which 
is obviously a quality of the 
whole Team and reflected in 
the cattle as well. The shed is 
housing approximately 70 head 
of Buffalo from calves to fatteners 
and cows and a bull. All finished 
Buffalo go to the Farm Shop 
where they are largely made into 
burgers. This leads me nicely 
onto the subject of lunch. 

The Ruttle family had very kindly 
supplied Sausages and Buffalo 
Burgers which were barbecued 
by Emma and Catherine and 
went down a storm. So suitably 
nourished we set out in convoy 
to view the last fields of cattle 
near the Farm Shop. On the lane 
to Heskin Hall Farm Butchers, 
we could see a Herd of Lincoln 
Reds in a Parkland setting, they 
looked stunning. I could say 
Richard had saved the best until 
last but, in reality, it’s that this 
lot don’t miss a trick, everyone 
that drives to the Farm Shop is 
Privy to these fantastic grassfed 
beef picture postcard images. 
Our members that show Lincoln 
Reds are lucky Richard arrived 
here with the Hereford habit 
because if he were to pick a 
few from these they would be 
stiff competition for sure. The 
last field of cattle were another 
group of fatteners showing all 
the attributes of quality Lincolns 
to make excellent beef and 
right opposite the Farm Shop. 

In the Farm Shop we met Ian, 
the Butcher, and his Team, a 

nice display of meat with Lincoln 
Red Beef taking centre stage in 
their new display chiller. They 
cut over 2 carcasses per week 
and some Buffalo as well. In the 
cold room they had plenty of 
hindquarters hanging, the only 
issue they have is that they are 
selling them faster than they can 
produce them, everyone involved 
is aware of this, it’s a difficult 
problem to fix. If you kill them 
earlier, you have a smaller carcass, 
and the maths is if you have 3 x 
250Kg carcasses you could just 
as well have two 375 kilo beast 
dead weight instead. They know 
what they need but a packet 
of cattle to allow six months 
extra growth at 2 carcasses per 
week that’s 60 animals and with 
the price of cattle these days 
quite a bit of an investment. 

I’m sure they will find a way, they 
definitely have a good crop of 
calves on the ground, and it looks 
like that will continue to grow. 

After a vote of thanks to the 
Ruttle Family and Richard 
and Ian and their Teams for 
hosting our annual farm visit, we 
dispersed on our way home to 
Bakewell, Lincolnshire, Hampshire, 
Yorkshire etc having had a 
thoroughly wonderful visit. 

Any of you that found a 
reason not to go missed a 
treat as I said at the beginning 
this visit had everything!

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A Masterclass in Judging

Our trainer was Michael Read 
(Hemingby Herd) who has 
judged all over the country at 
countless shows and events 
judging not only Lincoln Reds 
but a host of other breeds and 
inter breed classes, and Michael 
was ably assisted Graham 
Parkinson (Donington Herd), 
an equally experienced judge.

A very interesting element of 
the training was actually about 
Judging etiquette and judging 
style where Michael took us 
through the key aspects of 
etiquette and recommended a 
certain style of judging, and that 
was the “Smithfield Style”. He 
explained that the animals should 
enter the ring in catalogue order 
and normally walk round the ring 
twice, watched by the judge. 
Then the judge should go to the 
centre of one side of the ring to 
watch each individual animal walk 
towards them and then away. 
He recommended, not to stop 

the animal, let it keep walking. 
When the judge has looked at all 
the animals in this way, line the 
animals up across the centre of 
the ring in catalogue order, and 
then go down the line to handle 
and have close inspection. Then 
place your animals by pulling the 
prize winners forward or walk 
them round once more and pull in 
your winners and placed animals. 
The point was made that you can 
then handle all animals in quick 
succession, so easier to compare 
and when the animals are 
standing in a line together rather 
than being isolated, they are 
happier and probably stay calmer 
when the judge approaches.

The key tips were, always handle 
each animal the same way, 
best from the left side where 
the leader stands. Place each 
class with the winner at the 
same end, always walk the class 
round clockwise and look at the 
walk as this is a most important 

feature for breeding animals. 
Also be consistent to type, 
ask the age of the animal and 
stick to your system of judging 
so all points of each animal is 
looked at in the same way.

We were treated to a remarkable 
line up of haltered cattle, yearling 
heifers, two year old heifers, 
young bulls and a yard of cows, 
all were so well presented by 
Martin Clough and Barry Holden. 
The classes of cattle were placed 
and the merits of each animal 
debated. Was length more 
important than width, how much 
fat cover is considered acceptable 
on this class of animal and when 
is it too much, are high tail heads 
really a problem, and many more 
topics were discussed. Was 
their much disagreement or was 
consensus found? In the main the 
group did find consensus, albeit a 
couple of areas where agreement 
to differ had to be agreed but 
the main elements of each group 
were agreed and we all came 
away with a better understanding 
and wiser for the debate.

The final word from our trainers 
was to always be complimentary 
of the animals in front of you, 
always say positive things to the 
handlers when handing out the 
rosettes and go down the line 
right to the last animals, which 
have still made a great effort just 
to be there and thank them.

The group enjoyed a lunch 
together sitting in the Clough 
garden enjoying the early spring 
sunshine and talked of shows 
long past and enjoyed the 
anecdotes of our senior judges 
from shows they had been too.

Our grateful thanks to Martin 
and Lizzie Clough, Ivan Clough, 
Carol Clough and Barry Holden 
for their hospitality and hard work 
in putting on the event and the 
wisdom of our trainers, Michael 
Read and Graham Parkinson.

A sunny April spring day and the Clough family welcomed some twelve 
members to a stock judging class at Beverley House, Spilsby, Lincolnshire.

Competition. Lincolnshire Show 2025

Over the last few years YFC 
numbers in this class have been 
dwindling so I was expecting 
four or five competitors. To my 
surprise this year we had 11 entries, 
so quite a daunting task to judge!

Due to the number of entries, 
we decided to combine the 
judging of the “best presented 
YFC Heifer” with the “handling 
class”. So, while our Judge George 
Young was inspecting the cattle I 
stood in the middle of the ring to 
keep a close eye on the handling 
skills of the young farmers.

For many of the handlers it was 
the first time that they had shown 
cattle and most of the heifers had 
not been in the ring before either, 
so it was quite a nerve-wracking 
experience for all concerned.

The young Farmers class is a 
unique part of the Lincoln Red 
classes at the show and has a 
long history. In the begining of 
the competition the heifers were 
auctioned off in the ring after the 
judging resulting in some of the 
young farmers buying their heifers 
and starting their own herds.

 The Cattle Society has a Young 
Farmers Club representative 
on council who liaises with the 
YFC to recruit members who 
are interested in taking part. 
They are then paired up with 
any LRCS members who are 

willing to mentor a young farmer. 
They will then arrange with their 
mentor to visit regularly and learn 
how to handle “their” heifer and 
prepare her for showing leading 
up to the Lincolnshire Show.

On the day of the show the young 
farmers must be responsible 
for looking after their heifer 
including giving them an early 
morning shampoo and blow dry.

Special mention should go to 
Riseholme College who’s students 
made up the bulk of the entries- 
what they lacked in experience 
they made up for in enthusiasm.

On the day, considering that 
for many it was their first time 
in the ring I was still looking 
for the basics of ring craft and 
showmanship. Firstly, it is very 
important to be ready in good 
time to enter the ring as soon as 
the class starts and the judge is 
ready. If you have a heifer that 
you are proud of get it in the 
ring early so that the judge gets 
a good look at it while they are 
waiting for everybody else. Try 
to make yourself some space 
in the ring so the judge can see 
your heifer walking out well.

Secondly and most importantly 
always look at the judge and 
always present your heifer 
whether walking or standing 
so if the judge glances 

your way they will see your 
animal looking its best.

Another very important part of 
showing is to b as well presented 
as your animal. A clean white coat, 
clean boots and long hair tied 
back out of the way do matter. 
Also be confident and smile and 
be ready to answer any questions 
the judge may ask about your 
heifer such as age and breeding.

On the day all competitors did 
themselves proud and everyone 
manages to stay in control of 
their heifers. However, two young 
farmers stood out and were 
both very professional in the 
way they handled their heifers.

Louis Bray from Spilsby YFC 
with Holgate Molly just pipped 
Amy Baldry also from Splisby 
YFC with Beverly Gift. Both 
did a fantastic job with Louis 
having the more temperamental 
heifer and managing well to 
keep her under control.

I hope that everyone enjoyed 
themselves and are encouraged 
to do more cattle showing if 
they have the opportunity.

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A Portrait of 
Andrew Mylius at 90

His enthusiasm, and passion for 
farming, pedigree beef cattle, 
especially his great love, his 
famous St Fort Lincoln Red 
herd, and all his other many 
interests, remains undimmed, 
as do his energy levels. He is a 
remarkable man, and to call him 
a glass half full man, doesn’t 
do him justice. He is at least a 
flagon half full type, and doesn’t 
do anything by halves. So, to 
tell the story of his 90 years in 
a short article like this is nearly 
impossible, as he has packed so 
many different aspects into it. 

The St Fort Estate has been in 
his family since at least  1829, 
when his GT Gt Grandfather, 
Henry Stewart, built up the Estate, 
which is situated not far from 
the South Bank of the River Tay 
in Fife. Several of the present 
day buildings, and houses   go 
back to his time. The Estate has 
descended down the female line 
on more than one occasion since 
then, and now consists of 800 
acres of arable, 400 of grass, 
and 450 of forestry. Andrew’s 
father, Robert Mylius, was a Naval 
officer at the time he married 
Rachel Corbett, Andrew’s mother, 
whose family owned the Estate. 
Andrew followed his father into 
the Navy as a young man, serving 
some of his National Service on 
board motor torpedo boats in 
the 1950s. Andrew has always 
been very keen on painting, and 
took an art degree after leaving 
university, and has painted all his 
life. David Evans, became Factor 
on the estate in 1960, and in 1964 

the St Fort Estate started buying 
Lincoln Red females from some 
of the very best herds in the 
breed, in particular the Anwick, 
Driby, Firsby, Deeping, Frithville, 
Tattershall, and Moncur herds, 
the Moncur Herd having been 
started by George Taylor in 1960 
in the neighbouring county of 
Perthshire.   The Estate joined the 
Lincoln Red Society in 1966, and 
registered it’s very first females 
in the Lincoln Red Herd Book 
in 1967, and showed for the first 
time at the Highland Show in the 
Lincoln Red classes there also in 
1967. These classes were first put 
on at the Highland in 1962, and 
ran very successfully until 2006, 
when they were controversially 
dropped. Over that 44 year 
period, the St Fort herd won 
Breed Champion on 15 occasions, 
a tremendous record. Andrew had 
always had several other interests, 
and as a young man started 
designing and building racing 
cars. Later on in life ,he developed 
a great love of Carriage Driving, 
and held several Championship 
trials on the Estate, and was very 
honoured to have the late Duke of 
Edinburgh attend some of them. 

Over the nearly 60 years of the St 
Fort Herd’s existence, Andrew has 
only bought the best Lincoln Red 
genetics, when the right animal 
has become available. Back in the 
1960s, one of his first stock bulls 
was a very famous, and influential 
bull in the breed, Cockerington 
Jonathan, and two more examples 
more recently are Brooks Thora, 
a cow he bought at the Hundleby 

dispersal sale in 2004 for the 
then breed record price of 3400 
gns.  She became the foundation 
female for his wife, Hilary’s, St 
Fort Hill herd of original polled 
Lincoln Reds, which now numbers 
54 cows, which added to the 40 
Breed Development cows of the 
St Fort herd, makes them one 
of the largest group of Lincoln 
Reds in the breed. He also bought 
Beverley Noble at the Lincoln 
Bull Sale in 2012 for 18000gns, 
still the record price for a Lincoln 
Red Bull, and in October 2025, he 
bought the top priced female at 
the Donington herd dispersal for 
5500 gns. The St Fort herd has 
been the backbone of the Lincoln 
Red breed in Scotland since the 
1960s. Andrew has kept the flag 
flying in so many different ways, 
round the local shows; At Perth, 
and then Stirling and Carlisle 
Bull Sales; At the many Beef 
Events, where the breed has had 
a presence, and driving down 
regularly to attend Lincoln Red 
Council meetings, as the Scottish 
Lincoln Red representative. 
Andrew also found time to found 
a Pedigree herd of Aberdeen 
Angus in the 1980s, which has 
run alongside the Lincoln Red 
herds since then, and St Fort has 
regularly sold Angus Bulls both  
at the Perth Sales, and privately 
since then. Now he has his son 
Caspar, Caspar’s daughter Rosie, 
plus his wife Hilary all involved in 
running the estate, is he taking a 
back seat? I doubt it very much, 
and long may he continue. 

All Lincoln Red breeders, and his many friends and fellow cattle 
breeders round Scotland , will find it unbelievable to learn that 
Andrew Mylius had his 90th birthday in May 2025.

Perpetually compelling: One 
of the most ornate trophies is 
the Fife and Kinross Perpetual 
Challenge Cup, circulating 
between livestock breed 
Champions.  It was commissioned 
by the MP Lord Ninian Crichton-
Stuart to commemorate 
the staging of the Highland 
Show in Cupar in 1912.  
Hamilton & Inches designed 
and created the 15 carat, 37 
Troy ounce Trophy.  Made 
by hand from the inside out, 
there are intricate details of 
knot designs and Scottish 

thistles,  Each handle has a cast 
knight on horseback and the 
Kinross Arms are embossed 
on the back of the Trophy.
The 2025 recipient was the 
Lincoln Red Champion; bred and 
shown by Mrs Sharon Buchan, 
Auchmacoy Ada D73 sired 
by Auchmacoy Usama out of 
Auchmacoy Ada Y495.  She was 
also Junior Interbreed Champion 
and Interbreed Champion.
The Male Champion and Reserve 
Breed Champion was Trainview 
Cassius, bred by James Cameron 

and owned and shown by A 
Mylius and Partners of St. Fort.
The Champion Junior is awarded 
the Auchmacoy challenge Cup 
donated by Mrs S Buchan; the 
Rare Breed Survival Trust Silver 
Salver for the best Original 
Population Lincoln Red; the 
Balcaskie Challenge Cup for the 
Best Lincoln Red of the opposite 
sex to the Breed Champion
Full Results are in the Herd 
Book.  The 2025 RHS Judge was 
Mrs Jenny Hurst, Lincolnshire.

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It’s All About the Beef

When we come in on a cold 
winter day, a roast with root 
vegetables satisfies like 
nothing else. Beef still has real 
flavor—it hasn’t become just 
a carrier for condiments.
In North America, we are 
focusing on the end product for 
many reasons. We like to raise 
and eat the best. There is also 
a resurgence of small farmers 
who want to grow their own 
food. Lincoln Reds are a natural 
fit because they are easy to 
handle and they taste great.
The beef study conducted by Dr. 
Stephan Van Vliet at Utah State 
University measured nutrient 
density and confirmed what we 
already knew: Lincoln Red beef 
is highly nutritious. Many Lincoln 
Red breeders sell their extra 
steers as freezer beef, and their 
customers keep coming back 

because they love the flavor.
Low cow numbers in the United 
States have resulted in z-high 
prices, slowing the expansion of 
herds and breeding programs. 
Even so, the North American 
Lincoln Red Association has 
a stable group of breeders 
committed to preserving 
and improving the breed.
One of our newest breeders, 
Zen Miller, retired Dairy and 
Livestock Agent from the 
University of Wisconsin, has been 
using emerging technology to 
deepen his understanding of 
Lincoln Red cattle. The company 
Neogen has developed a test 
that identifies the A1 and A2 
milk protein variants. Historically, 
cows produced A2 milk, which 
contains a protein believed to 
be more easily digestible. Most 
conventional dairy cows today 

produce A1 milk. The working 
theory is that Lincoln Reds tend 
to show more A2 genetics, which 
may contribute to faster calf 
growth and more tender meat. 
We are on the cusp of using 
this information to influence 
production decisions. As the 
saying goes, we can’t manage 
what we don’t measure—and 
testing is the first step in 
determining which Lincoln Reds 
carry the A2 protein variant.
The future is bright for Lincoln 
Reds in North America because 
they offer so many positive 
attributes. Lincoln Red breeders 
come from diverse backgrounds, 
and the breed benefits from 
this wide range of experience 
and knowledge. Our numbers 
continue to grow, and we look 
forward to introducing even more 
people to this exceptional breed.

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Lincoln Red Beef is Again Noteworthy

Scott McClinchey of Ontario, 
Canada is NALRA president.  He 
opened the handbook by saying, 
“The North American Lincoln 
Red Association has passionate 
members who truly believe 
in the value of the genetically 
protected Lincoln Red cattle 
breed.  A large number of Lincoln 
Red breeders raise their herd 
sustainably by finishing their 
market animals on feed and 
extending grazing periods for 
their herd.  Our association has 
now further characterized the 
superior qualities of Lincoln 
Reds by assessing the nutrient 
density of their meat.”

Nutrient density is a measure of 
nutrient content.  A recent study 
led by Dr. Stephan Van Vliet at 
Utah State University is known 
as the Beef Study.  The Beef 
Study furthers the definition of 
what nutrient density means 
for beef.  Generally speaking, 

the Beef Study found that 
breed didn’t matter when it 
came to high nutrient density.  
The way the cattle were 
raised was a better indicator, 
with grassfed cattle raised on 
diverse pastures producing 
the highest nutrient density.

NALRA had three Lincoln Red 
ribeyes tested for nutrient content 
and compared to the other beef 
in the Beef Study.  The Lincoln 
Red ribeyes were produced by 
seasoned breeder (and NALRA 
secretary) Sarah Pedelty.  Sarah 
raised the steers on grass then 
finished them on hay and corn.  
The tests demonstrated that 
Lincoln Red beef is indeed unique 
when compared to the more than 
400 other ribeyes from around 
the world in the Beef Study.  
Lincoln Red beef can be produced 
in ways that has high nutritional 
value compared to both grass-
fed and grain-fed cattle.

Overall, the NALRA ribeye 
samples had strong antioxidant 
values, higher levels of 
magnesium and potassium, and 
lower fat compared to both 
the grass-fed and grain-fed 
benchmarks in the Beef Study.  
The Lincoln Red ribeyes also had 
a more balanced fatty acid ratio 
than the grain-fed benchmark, 
and the Lincoln Red ratio was 
favorable compared to the 
ratio in the standard American 
diet.  The tested ribeyes were 
separately graded and found to 
be High Choice.  Another Lincoln 
Red producer has subsequently 
had testing done that confirms 
that Lincoln Red beef can both 
taste good and be good for us.

Mark Hallam took Champion 
in the Baby Beef Class with his 
British blue X Lincoln Red Heifer. 

These results clearly demonstrate 
that the Lincoln Red and 
the Lincoln Red Cross cattle 
remain highly competitive 
in both the Native and the 
Commercial Classes

The English Winter Fair provided an excellent platform for the Lincoln 
Red Cattle Society to showcase our Breed and engage with the wider 
agricultural community.
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Social Media –

The main highlight came from the 
Lincolnshire Agricultural Society’s 
National Show, held in June, 
where the Society showcased 
pedigree Lincoln Reds judged 
for championship honours — a 
key date widely shared and 
discussed on social feeds. 

In March, the Spring Show 
& Sale at Melton Mowbray 
Market was a standout moment 
on social media, with posts 
celebrating pedigreed bulls 
and heifers entering the ring 
and featuring community 
photos and sale ring highlights. 
Many members shared their 
successes and congratulations 
to fellow breeders, boosting the 
Society’s online engagement 
during the busiest sale season. 

Other key announcements 
— like the Donington Herd 
Dispersal Sale in October and 
the impressive sale of Trainview 
Cassius at Stirling for 13,000 
guineas — were also relayed 
through social media channels, 

drawing comments and resharing 
from members across the UK. 

Beyond shows and sales, our 
social media pages helped 
widen the Society’s reach 
into the broader agricultural 
community. Posts highlighting 
public installations — such as 
the unveiling of Lincoln Red 
cattle sculptures in Spalding’s 
MARK-IT trail — connected 
with local history and heritage 
audiences and invited broader 
public interest outside the 
traditional livestock networks. 

Society followers also shared
